Get a Pack Growth Coordinator!

A Pack Growth Coordinator coordinates efforts of pack leadership and parents to implement a year round plan that will result in new
families joining Cub Scouts. They track new families to get them trained (or comfortable with Scouting if nothing else) and make sure the.
pack has a good relationship with the school and other neighborhood organizations. They also ...
1. Plan a Fall Join Night Kickoff.
2. Maintain and develop relationships with the school staff.
3. Conduct a year round Cub-Scout recruitment program.
4. Make sure, with the other pack leadership, you use the scouting program and leave a legacy of success when you advance to Boy
Scouts.
5. Assist the year round membership plan by distributing flyers, securing school presentations, morning announcements, and school
newsletter articles about your Cub pack.
6. Recruit other Cub parents.
7. Make it FUN!
